Country: 
This can be relevant if you are looking for information of a local knowledge. For example the task on pool evaporation will vary according to climate.

Top Level Domains:
Top level domains indicate the type of information the site is likely to contain. For example .com / .co indicate sites of a commercial nature, .edu indicates sites constructed by educational institutions, .org is generally used by the not for profit sector and .net is usually by networks, eg ABC.

Date:
Most web sites will have a date stamp as to when the page was created. This is important in the information age when new knowledge is created at an astounding t rate.

Advertising present:
Is an indication that the site’s primary aim is to generate profit. This does not mean that the information contained in it is of poorer quality, but the sites veracity of its information may not be its prime concern.

Citations:
If citations are present it is worth following them as they indicate a body of knowledge that is accepted as based in fact or on an accepted research methodology.
